Four significant additions to the collection of artwork by
Theodore Gentilz owned by the Daughters of the Republic of
Texas Library at the Alamo have been funded by the
Elizabeth Huth Coates Charitable Foundation, San Antonio.

Gentilz was one of the original colonists who established
Castroville, Texas, in 1844. He was an artist born and
educated in Paris and served the Texas colony as a surveyor
and map-maker. By mid-century he had moved to San
Antonio where he taught art at St. Mary’s College for about
30 years. He has become best known for his studies of the
San Antonio missions and for his genre paintings of the |
socid life and customs of nineteenth century San Antonio. Tortilleras by Theodore Gentilz

The paintings acquired through the grant from the Elizabeth Huth
Coates Charitable Foundation, San Antonio, are Tortilleras, a

painting of women making
tortillas; Barillero, showing
apeddler and his covered
wagon; a painting titled
Yendo a la ciudad, showing
acouple ontheroad withan |
ox-drawn cart filled with
watermelons; and an early
version of the Fandango, a _
painting of a dance in the Yendo a la ciudad by Theodore Gentilz
Spanish Governors Palace in San Antonio. The library owns
prelimi nary drawmgs for each painting in a collection acquired in the 1960s.

3 o Conservation and restoration of the four paintings is being
supported through a grant from the Alfred S. Gage Foundation, San
Antonio, Roxana C. Hayne and Joan N. Kelleher, Directors.

Librarian Jeannette Phinney retires
with 24 years of service

Jeannette Phinney was one of the new librarians hired
by Library Committee Chairman Ruth Anial in the
summer of 1980 when anew DRT Library staff was
formed. Jeannette volunteered to take on the formidable
task of the vertical files, at that time arranged in multiple
file cabinets. Thiswas a particular challenge for
someone not from San Antonio — Jeannette is from Nebraska — but she
determined that by working with the files she would become better acquainted
with local families, local history, and customs. Shere-organized thefiles, re-
catal oged the contents, using standard Library of Congress subject headings,
clipped, pasted, and personally typed the new catalog cards. Theclipping file
asit isexiststoday islargely her work —and she became our expert on local
society! In addition to the vertical file, she also cataloged photographs for the
picturefile, and was available to help patrons, with her desk always in the
reading room.

In the late 1980s, Jeannette assumed the responsibility of the cataloging
position when that post was vacated. Since then she completed re-cataloging
thelibrary’s monographs from the systems previoudy in use while continuing
to catalog new acquisitions. Finally, she converted the entire collection into
thelibrary's current electronic system. Throughout these years, she kept up
with her personal readingsin history, providing auniquely literate background
to the assistance she provided library patrons.

Jeannette brought an exceptionally high standard of professionalism to
thelibrary in the work she produced and in her relations with the public and
with her colleagues. The staff has benefited greatly by her professionalism.

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Genealogist Richard L. Hooverson to be guest speaker August 20

Popular guest speaker Richard L. Hooverson will conduct an all-day genealogical seminar at the Daughters of the Republic of
Texas Library's fourth Family History Seminar to be held Friday, August 20, in Alamo Hall, on the grounds of the Alamo, beginning
at 9 am., with proceeds benefiting the library’ s Herpich Conservation and Restoration Fund.

“Tricks of the Trade: Tried and True Research Techniques’ discusses research steps and techniques most frequently used by
professionals, including timelines, historical norms; cluster analysis, relationship networks; and the whole family approach to
research. Hooverson will discuss motivations for migration, ports of entry, ethnic settlements, patterns, empresario colonies, and
synthetic records that serve as census substitutes in an an overview of Texas history between 1820-1880 -- “A Fast Ride Through
Texas. Researchinginthe Lone Star State.”  “Starsand Bars. Confederate and Reconstruction Eras’  covers Texas between 1861-
1880, including the Civil War and Texas units, the formation of counties, the U.S. Army and frontier defense, land policies, migration
from the Gulf South, the Freedman’s Bureau, types of records and standard references. Hisfinal presentation of the day, “Don’t Fence
Mein: Longhornsand Cattle Barons,” isan overview of the cattle trails that led from Texas to Kansas during the 1870s-1880s
(Chisholm, Goodnight-Loving, etc.) -- the cattle barons and the ranches of the Panhandle, the role of British cattle syndicates, and the
range wars that followed the fencing of open land.

Professional genealogist Richard L. Hooverson has presented over 300 lectures to historical and genealogical organizations
throughout the country during the past fifteen years. His special interests are Texas and the Southwest, ethnic immigration patterns,
and socia history. Former Texas Governor George W. Bush appointed him to the Texas Historical Records Advisory Board.
Currently serving, heisthefirst genealogist to be amember. Mr. Hooverson is a Fellow of the Texas State Genealogical Society, a
member of the Association of Professional Geneal ogists, the Geneal ogical Speakers Guild, the Society of Southwest Archivists, and
the Texas State Historical Association. Heisaregional director of the International Society of Family History Writers and Editors and
writes "Musings and Gleanings' in Heritage Quest Magazine, aregular column that covers a variety of subjects, and “ Saving Texas
Records' in the Stirpes quarterly.

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Focus on the Collections:

The Gentilz-Frételliere Family Papers

The Daughters of the Republic of Texas Library has in its collections fine paintings by the important Texas
artists Julian Onderdonk, Hermann Lungkwitz, and Carl G. von Iwonski, and paintings, sketches, and finished
drawings by Theodore Gentilz and members of his family in what may be the most extensive collection of his work
currently available to the public.

Theodore Gentilz was born in Paris in 1819 and educated there at the Royal Free School of Drawing and
Mathematics. He sailed for Texas in 1843, one of the original colonists to establish Castroville, Texas, where he
served as a surveyor and mapmeaker for the empresario, Henri Castro. By mid-century he had moved to San Antonio,
where he began along career teaching art at St. Mary's College. Hedied in San Antonio in 1906.

His small, bright genre paintings of Mexican lifein nineteenth-century San Antonio are much sought-after
today and show in meticulous detail the architectural fagades, period dress, social events, and commonplace customs
of daily lifein old San Antonio.

The Theodore Gentilz holdings of the D.R.T. Library began with the gift of seventeen paintings from the
Y anaguana Society to the Daughters of the Republic of Texas in 1947: upon dissolution of the society, ten ol
paintings by Theodore Gentilz were given in memory of Mr. Frederick C. Chabot, founder of the society; three oil
paintings in memory of Mr. Albert Steves, Sr., society member whose family had donated the paintings; and four
watercolor paintings by Gentilz and Louise Frételiere were given in the name of Hobart Huson, society member who
had donated those four paintings. Also given were the records of the Yanaguana Society and its Texana collection.

In late 1967 the library began acquiring the bulk of the Gentilz-Frételliére Family Papers from Mrs. Jennie
Haron, who had inherited the material from Olan Frételliere, great-nephew of Theodore Gentilz. Mr. Frééliére had
in turn inherited the collection from his aunt, Louise Fréelliére, who, with her sister, Mathilde, was bequeathed the
material by the artist. This purchase contains the most extensive holding of Gentilz art and family papers to come to
thelibrary.

In August, 1977, the library purchased additional material from Mrs. Haron, including art, family
correspondence and records, and artifacts, much of it associated with the nieces and nephews of Theodore Gentilz.

The most recent additions to the collection — four paintings, a manuscript map, two portraits, and a lithograph
—were acquired in 2003-2004 with exceptionally generous financial gifts from The Summerlee Foundation and the
Elizabeth Huth Coates Charitable Foundation.
