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Library acquires John James archive

A one-hundred-year chronicle of an important south Texas family has been added to the holdings of
the Daughters of the Republic of Texas Library, providing a detailed body of source material on land,
law and business. Supplementing the library's already extensive collection of family material, the
papers of the John James family have been acquired by the library with the generous assistance of The
Summerfield G. Roberts Foundation and The Summerlee Foundation and through a significant bequest
made by DRT member Dorothy May Ehlinger Penshorn.

The papers date from the arrival in Texas of John James, who came to San Antonio in the 1830s
from the family home in Nova Scotia. Quickly becoming involved in the business of the new Republic,
James worked as a surveyor in the vast Bexar land district, platting and recording surveys throughout the
region, including the location of several towns west of San Antonio. He also became a landowner
himself, acquiring tracts throughout west Texas, including the future location of Fort Davis.

James’ oldest son, John Herndon James, graduated from Harvard and established alaw practice in
San Antonio. He assisted in the management of the family’ s holdings, assuming much of the
responsibility after his father’s death. The family business activities continued into the next generation
under the guidance of John A. James, also an attorney.



The newly-acquired James
papers include correspondence,
deeds, surveys and notebooks
associated with land holdings in
west Texas. Several published
and manuscript maps are found
in the papers, including an 1854
version of Jacob De Cordova's
map of Texas, an early map of
Llano County, and manuscript
maps of surveys in Kinney,
Pecos, and Bandera Counties,
among other locations. A
selection of books, pamphlets
and other printed material and
photographs are also part of the
papers.

The papers will add to an
even larger body of James papers donated to the library by the family in 1987. The new acquisition will
be made available for use by researchers upon the completion of processing by library staff.

“Texasin the Civil War” to be topic of 21% Texas History Forum

The Daughters of the Republic of Texas are hosting their 21% Texas History Forum — Texas in the Civil War —
on February 29" in Alamo Hall on the grounds of the Alamo. Featured speakers include historians Dr. Donald E.
Reynolds, Prelude to Secession: The Texas Save Insurrection Panic of 1860; Dr. Steven Townsend, Cotton on
the Texas Border : Union and Confederate Efforts to Control the Brownsville Cotton Trade; and Dr. Jerry
Thompson, Mexican Texans in the Civil War.

Donald E. Reynoldsis a native of Munday, Texas. He earned B.A. and M.A. degrees in history from North
Texas State University (now UNT) and received his Ph.D. from Tulane University in 1966. He taught for thirty-
oneyears at East Texas State University/Texas A&M, Commerce, serving as head of the Department of History
from 1982 until 1993. Upon his retirement in 1996, he was named emeritus professor of history. He has
published two books: Editors Make War: Southern Newspapers in the Secession Crisis (Vanderbilt U. Press,
1970), which won a Texas Writers Roundup Award in 1971, and Professor Mayo’s College: A History of East
Texas State University (ETSU Press, 1993). In addition, Reynolds has contributed chapters to two books: A
Mythic Land Apart: Reassessing Southernersand Their History (Greenwood, 1997) and The Press in Times of
Crisis (Praeger, 1995). His newest book, Texas Terror: The Save Insurrection Panic of 1860 and the Secession
of the Lower South, was published this fall by the L ouisiana State University Press.

Stephen A. Townsend teaches history at New Mexico Junior College in Hobbs. He holds a Ph.D. in American
History from the University of North Texas (2001). His paper, based on his book The Yankee Invasion of Texas,
published in 2006 by Texas A&M University Press, analyzes two military campaigns launched against
Brownsville, Texas: the Union effort, launched in 1863, which proposed to shut down the cotton trade, and the
Confederate campaign, launched in 1864, which sought to restorethetrade. His book received the 2006 Kate
Broocks Bates Award for Historical Research, given by the Texas State Historical Association, and the 2006
SCV-SGR Book Award presented by the Sons of Confederate Veterans.

Jerry Thompson, Regents Professor at Texas A&M International University, is among the best and most
prolific historians of the Southwestern campaigns of the American Civil War. A past president of the Texas State
Historical Association, he has edited and written twenty books on the history of Texas and the Southwest, besides
numerous articles in national and regional journals. He holds a doctorate from Carnegie-Méellon University.

Dr. Thompson’s presentation will focus on the M exican Texan participation in the Civil War. At least 3,000
Mexican Texans joined the Confederate Army. The most famous was Santos Benavides, who as a colonel became
the highest ranking Tejano to serve the Confederacy. Colonel Benavides, along with his brothers Refugio and
Cristobal, who both became captains in Benavides' Regiment, compiled a brilliant record of border defense and
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were widely heralded as heroes throughout the Lone Star State. As many as 950 Texas Mexicans, resentful of
growing non-Hispanic political dominance of their communities, enlisted in the Union Army. Tgano frustrations
during the war are exemplified by the case of Capt. Adrian J. Vidal, who joined the Confederacy but deserted to
jointhe Union Army only to desert again and join the liberals in Mexico, where he was captured and executed by
the French.

Archivist Warren Stricker assumes post
at Panhandle-PlainsHistorical Museum

The Daughters of the Republic of Texas Library Committee announces with
regret the departure of Warren Stricker, library archivist for the past seventeen years
at the DRT Library at the Alamo. Mr. Stricker assumed the post of Director of the
Research Center at the Panhandle Plains Historical Museum in Canyon, Texas, on
January 7, 2008.
When Mr. Stricker arrived in 1990, few of thelibrary’s collections had
inventories, none were in the catalog, and very few tools were availabl e that hinted at
the primary sources contained within the collections. A large proportion of histime
has been spent improving access to the manuscript collections: arranging material,
producing descriptive tools, and creating catalog records. Inventories of some kind
for over 200 collections and catalog records for 260 have been added. Records for more than 245 manuscript
collections have been added during Mr. Stricker’s tenureto the Library of Congress National Union Catalog of
Manuscript Records (NUCMC). A guideis available in the reading room with a brief description of the fifty or so
remaining collections, some of which areyet to be processed. Callections vary in size from afew foldersto fifty
or more boxes.
Under Mr. Stricker’ s direction, procedures for recording information about donations and other processing
decisions have been standardized. He has reviewed the library’s map collection and updated the map catalog
records, cataloged thelibrary’s
collection of sheet music, and
reviewed and cataloged more than
15,000 vertical files, an often used
section of the library. Heis popular
as apublic speaker, highlighting the
library’ s various collections.
Mr. Stricker isa certified archivist
and holdsthe MLIS degree from the
University of Texasat Austin. He
recently completed coursework in
digital project management and
organization and conservation of
architectural plans.

Varied topics featured in 20" Texas History Forum

Featured speakers at the 20" Texas History Forum on October 19,
2007, were Dr. Gregg Cantrdl, historian and the first holder of the
Erma and Ralph Lowe Chair in Texas History at Texas Christian
University; Marcia Kaylakie, Austin quilt collector, teacher, judge,
and appraiser; and James L. Haley, popular speaker and historian.

Dr. Gregg Cantrel began the day's program with a discussion of
his ongoing work with the Texas L egation Papers at Texas Christian
University's Mary Couts Burnett Library, where the papers will be
studied and stored for the next five years before being returned to the
Texas State Archives. Rediscovered after 161 years, the papers are
records created and received by the officials who maintained the
Texas Legation at Washington, D. C., from Dec. 1836 until December
1845. The audience was amused by the many transcription difficulties
faced by Dr. Cantrell and his students, especially those posed by
archaic language, in particular the use of the term "bugbear.”

Austin quilt collector, teacher, judge, and appraiser Marcia
Kaylakie shared images of many quilts, and illustrated how each one
has a story of its own. She pointed out that Texans treasure their past,
and quilts, which are a tangible evidence of that past, can be a way of
keeping family stories and names intact.

James Haley, popular speaker and historian, shared stories of "Ten
Tall Texans You Probably Never Heard Of," taken from his most
recent work, Passionate Nation, in which he focuses on the ordinary
person accomplishing the extraordinary in the development of the
Republic of Texas.

Attendees were pleasantly surprised to view the rardy seen quilt
top believed to have been pieced by David Crockett's wife, Elizabeth
Patton Crockett, and an early and exceptional "Whig's Defeat” pattern
quilt, donated to the DRT Library by the Cumings Family in 1996.

Focus on the Collections:

The Hanna Family Papers

Many motivations fuelled nineteenth century migration to Texas. Residents of the United States pushed
westward seeking new lands, some came from other continents for economic and political advantages,
while others were brought under bondage. Elements of all of these factors can be found in the Hanna
family papers, which detail the business and personal activities of a Texas family, beginning in the mid-
1800s.

James Scott Hanna (1819-1886), a native of South Carolina, lived in Alabama and Arkansas before
relocating to Texas in 1850. Settling in Robertson County, he established a plantation on the Brazos
River, employing his slaves in cotton production. He was also involved in various business ventures,
including railroads, a grocery business and commission sales. After the Civil War and emancipation,
Hanna turned to other sources of labor for his plantation, entering into sharecropping agreements with
freed slaves and with a small population of immigrants from China.

The Hanna family papers include correspondence, financial documents, legal records related to the
plantation, a partnership involved in extending the Houston and Texas Central Railroad, and retail
business. These items detail the cotton and livestock trade, dealings with workers, including slaves and
sharecroppers, and a number of lawsuits that arose, usually over financial issues. Printed advertising
material offers information on various agricultural and household products.

Hanna s wife and children are also represented in the papers. Family letters and documents associated
with his children’s education are of particular note. There are also papers associated with Hanna's
daughter Mollie and her husband, Eber S. Peters, a businessman of Corsicana and Calvert, Texas.

The Hanna family papers consist of about 1.5 linear feet of documents and are available for research use
inthe library.

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Capital Campaign to fund Alamo Complex additions

New facility anticipated for DRT Library

Proposed facilities for the Alamo Complex
Alamo Complex Master Plan 2007
Developed by Carolyn Peterson for Ford, Powell & Carson

Formally established on October 12, 1945, thelibrary was housed in Alamo Hall, a converted fire sation southeast of
the Alamo church. The opening ceremonies honored Dr. William Eager Howard, who donated the nucl eus of the
library collections— over 2,000 Texas books, documents, manuscripts, paintings, and newspaper clippings—two years
earlier. The present library building was dedicated December 2, 1950, immediately west of Alamo Hall. It was
congtructed with funds donated by Mrs. Sallie Ward Berettaas amemorial to her husband, Mr. John King Beretta, a
friend of Dr. Howard's.

Since 1950, the holdings of the library have grown steadily, through purchases and donations of material by members
of the organization and interested library patrons. This growth necessitated two building expansionsin the 1970s and
later ingtallation of special equipment, shelving, and, in 1989, an enlarged temperature and humidity-controlled vault
funded by The Summerlee Foundation for the storage of rare books, photographs, and manuscript material.

Significant challenges facethelibrary. Primary among them isthelack of space for a continually growing
collection, both primary and secondary source material, and projected programming needs. Available alternatives
for utilizing space are aready in place. Compact moveable shelving hasbeen in use sincethe 1980's. Recently,
the library rented a storage facility for infrequently used equipment, items donated for our internet sales, and books
from collections that do not pertain to Texas history. A recent shelving survey shows that shelves for monographs
are dready full at 84%; the benchmark for determining the need for additional space is 85%.

The DRT Library isa Texas history research facility, but our patrons are more varied than what is normally
found in an academic setting. Thelibrary is open to the general public, and appointments are only required for
Saturdays. In any given week, staff may aide several genealogists, fourth and seventh graders working on history
essays or class projects, professors, elementary or secondary school teachers, film makers, writers, or the curious
visitor to the grounds who would like more information. E-mail and telephone requests arelocal, national, and
international in origin. Our patronsare al ages, all backgrounds, and various ethnicity.
